What’s on in your local Family Centre for families with children 0 -5 years old?  

Southend Family Centres have 9 accessible venues across the City of Southend which host a 
variety of inclusive activities aimed at all families with a child aged 0-5, including 
pregnant parents. Everything on offer is completely free and aimed to support your child’s 
health, wellbeing and development.    

These range from Antenatal Classes to School Readiness and everything in between. All 
services and activities hosted by the Family Centres are free to attend. Classes, workshops, 
and special sessions require booking. Play and Learn sessions are run on a drop-in first 
come, first serve basis. 

We also have groups that are good for the planet and your pocket – Bibs & Bobs and 
Family Action’s Food On Our Doorstep (FOOD) clubs. Anyone with a child can come along 
to Bibs & Bobs for preloved clothing or babies items, and anyone can get up to £15 worth 
of food for £3.50 a week at FOOD clubs (membership is £1 for the year). Why not try our 
allotment drop in sessions at Friars and learn about planting and growing food.
